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Healthcare Expenditure

Total healthcare expenditure was €173,650 million in
2008. €75,156 million was devoted to hospital inpatient
care, divided between public (€57,924 million) and
private (17,231 million). A further €46,801 million was
spent on outpatient treatment.

The French healthcare system is funded by the working
population. French employees pay about 20 per cent of
their gross salary ¢ the self-employed pay even more -
deducted at source, to fund the social security system,
known as Sécuritésociale A significant proportion of this
money goes towards public healthcare, to which every
legal resident of France has access under the law of
universal coverage called la Couverturanaladie
universelle

As the population ages with a shrinking working
population supporting those in retirement, the
healthcare system will come under greater financial
strain. The current deficit is in the order of €6 billion and
without government intervention in the near future, this
is likely to grow.
